Philosophy of movement

What is movement? How do we perceive movement? What is the relationship between
movement and time? What is the relationship between movement and change? What
is the relationship between movement and causality? Philosophers have explored these
questions from various perspectives, including metaphysics, epistemology, ethics, and
aesthetics. Some philosophers have argued that movement is essential to the nature of
reality, while others have claimed thatmovementis anillusion created by our perceptions.

Aristotle’s theory of movement is one of the earliest and most influential discussions
of the issue of movement in Western philosophy. He argued that movement is caused
by the potentiality of an object to be actualized in a certain way. Descartes divided
movement into two types: qualitative changes (such as changes in color or temperature)
and local motion (the movement of objects in space). He argued that the mind and
body interact through movement. Kant argued that movement is a necessary condition
for our experience of time and space. He distinguished between movement caused
by external forces and movement caused by the internal impulses of the organism.
Merleau-Ponty emphasized the importance of movement in our bodily experience of
the world. He argued that movement is not only a physical phenomenon but also a
subjective embodied experience. Deleuze developed a philosophy of movement that
emphasized the importance of flows, rhythms, and intensities in creating new forms of life
and thought. These are just a few examples of philosophers who have made significant
contributions to the philosophy of movement. Other important figures in this field include
Henri Bergson, Martin Heidegger, Alfred North Whitehead, and more.

The philosophy of movement can shed light on the embodied nature of human
experience, including experiences of iliness, disability, and aging. By examining the role
of movement in shaping our perceptions and interactions with the world, we can better
understand the experiences of individuals who may face limitations or challenges in
their movements.

Through the philosophy of movement, we become aware of the ethical implications
of various forms of medical intervention, including surgeries, prosthetics, and
pharmaceuticals. By exploring how movement intersects with our identities, desires, and
abilities, philosophers can help us think more critically about the benefits and potential
risks of these interventions.

The philosophy of movement can also help us reflect on the ethical dimensions of issues
such as access to healthcare and social justice. By examining the social and political
factors that shape our movements and our opportunities for movement, philosophers
can help identify and challenge forms of inequality and discrimination that affect our
health and well-being.

The existence between movement and repose

In Friedrich Nietzsche’s research on the relationships between philosophy and history,
the vision of the “eternal transformation” of human laws and ideas stands out. This idea
of transformation offers a new perspective on the interpretations that viewed the history
of societies as determined by fixed rules of customs and traditions. The morality of these
customs created the belief that the entire inner world of man was fixed with “eternal
mechanisms of necessity.” In this context, mythological tales and fables about fairies
encouraged a sense of wonder and a tendency to be amazed, alleviating fatigue from
the rules and eternity.

Meanwhile, the perspective on eternal transformation will be shaken by the discoveries
of modern science that there are things that are enduring through time and are the
cause of ever-new discoveries. Thus, in Nietzsche, we encounter the confrontation of
research on the forms of movement with those on rules and eternity. An important
aspect of this confrontation between these two views has to do with philosophy as the
“art of transfiguration,”which deals with the “perpetual transformation of all that we are.”

Is there a Right to Freedom of Movement?

Movement can be understood in different ways, but for the purposes of this presentation,

we will start from the assumption that movement is the act or process of moving people

or things from one place or position to another. In addition, movement is recognized as

((] fundc:m)entol human right and is included in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights
Article 13):

“Everyone has the right to freedom of movement and residence within the borders of
each state”

Everyday historical practice shows us that specific aspects of human movement -
migration - are not always recognized as aspects of the human right to movement.

In this lecture, we will explore the existence of vagueness and paradox within the right
to freedom movement itself. The vagueness and paradoxical nature of the right to
movement is further enhanced if we consider that man is a being who is recognized
and acknowledged as free, but, unlike other free/unfree living beings, is not able to freely
practice the right to movement as a natural right.

Motion and frame in Apocalypse Now

This article deals with the issue of motion and frame in F. F. Coppola’s Apocalypse
Now. The motion here is seen in the philosophical aspect (Zeno’s Aporia, the sanctity of
motion according to Barthes), symbolic (the flow of the river) and technical (the change
of frames), while the frame is analyzed according to the principles of the poetics of the
pose, where the pose is the representative frame.

Through this analysis, it is intended to interpret the filmic image, insisting on the visual
value as the dominant value of the film, which is a synthetic art with specific coding.
Here, visual elements are interpreted as essential, while other elements are seen as
complementary

Rethinking Arne Ncess’ Gestalt Ontology:
Motion and the Law of Common Fate

In his deep-ecological research, Arne Noess sometimes explicitly and often implicitly
reflected on the fundamental principles of Gestalt psychology (i.e., proximity, similarity,
continuity, connectedness, and closure). By believing that the whole (i.e,, nature) is not
just the sum of individual elements (i.e,, living and non-living beings), Noess advocated
a certain type of “gestalt ontology” — based on the principles of which he developed his
environmental philosophy. The aim of this presentation is to rethink Arne Naess’ gestalt
ontology in relation to “motion” and the so-called “law of common fate”.

The philosophy of walking and reflections on nature and man

Since the ancient Greek peripatetic philosophers, walking has been considered more than
mere physical activity, increasingly seen as an inner source of inspiration and individual
and collective reflection. Thus, walking becomes a significant factor in various human
cultures and activities. For instance, literature is inseperable from walking and describing
in detail the cities, neighborhoods and places that the characters of the novels pass
through. While the philosophy of Kant, Nietzche or Henry David Thoreau cannot even be
imagined without their continuous and regular walks. In this case, walking should not
be understood only as a form of movement or a possibility of transportation, an act of
physical exercise or improvement of health condition. But more as an opportunity for
closer acquaintance with nature, with urban and rural spaces and a source of inspiration
and philosophical reflection and life appreciation. Walking through the streets of the city
during the 18th and 19th centuries has also been seen as a symbol of urban culture,
what the French call ‘flaneur’. While walking today, whether in cities or in nature, they
take different forms and names, but their importance is only increasing, so much so
that in the Japanese language there is the concept of ‘Shinrin-yoku’, which means the
pleasure of hiking in the mountains or literally taking a bath in the forest. But why is
walking important and what makes it special from a philosophical point of view? These
will be some of the questions that | will try to answer in this discussion.

Bringing back the debate on the concept of Ulrich Beck, and his idea on the “Risk Society”,
or the views of Bauman and Bordon on the state of crisis, as a result of the ever greater
complexity of the modern world, and the consequences that it produces, sport should be
seen as an opportunity and a functionalist narrative in the sense institutional stance, but
also as a fluid and emotional in the sense of fulfilling the dimension of social harmony
and functionality.

Through the theoretical contribution and examination of the practices that emerge
from sports events, this paper will deal with the complex relationship of sport to social
dynamics, problems and challenges, as well as the impact of sport in changing existing
conditions, in terms of more optimistic interactive forms.

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The Phenomenology of ‘tfillim":
some ethnographic reflections on movement culture

In this statement, | will present a reflection on the ethnographic concept of “tfillim”, used in
popularworldviews, as a premise to discuss the anthropological aspect of the movement,
as a premise of change, revitalization of culture and society. This presentation is based
on phenomenological effort to highlight, bracket, analyze and describe the intuitiveness
of everyday behavior, or what is considered “traditional”, which is integrated and
embodied in the concept of “tfillimit”, as a popular concept in the Albanian worldview.
In this framework, “tfilimi” is analyzed as worldview and culture of the movement of the
individual, group of society. Thus, the paper begins with the ethnographic description,
which emerges from the phenomenological perspective, analyzes the multiplicity of
worldviews of the concept in cultural practices and opens a discussion page on “tfillimin”
as a concept between universality and cultural particularity.

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The city like the state of its inhabitants
in motion within public and private space

People in their lives structure the field of action in different ways, and many actions and
movements that may seem inexplicable and unclear to us are better understood when
we place them against the background of the environment in which they live, in this case
that of their city. The city as the complex of opportunities for action and the physical
and social space where we live, often models not only people’s behavior but also their
needs, desires, demands and even personal qualities. With its architecture, rules and
institutions, the city constitutes not only the conditioning of some human actions but
also the amplifier of some other actions fulfilling a dynamic exchange between people
and the environment.

Work and free time are the most important parts of his daily life. Despite the fact that
here | am talking about the postdictatorship albanian cities when people were allowed
to move freely, some of the problems presented below may also apply to other cities in
the wider region.

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lllusions are not what they seem

It is often claimed in debates concerning the nature of time that we have the experience
of time ‘passing’. Some take this experience as evidence of temporal passage in some
strong sense (a sense going beyond the existence of different states of affairs at different
times). Those denying such passage typically respond by arguing that the experience is
illusuary: it has the correct phenomenal character of a perception of time passing, but
it not caused by the passage of time (since there is none). | argue here that this is the
incorrect response: drawing on the science of perception, | aim to show that the relevant
perceptions are veridical but, inter alia, of motion not passage — there is no illusion of
passage (and no passage!), but rather a mistake regarding the object of the relevant
experiences.

Uné argumentoj kétu se kjo
éshté pérgjigja e gabuar: duke u bazuar né shkencén e perceptimit, synoj té tregoj se
perceptimet relevante jané té vérteta por, midis té tjerash, té lévizjes dhe jo kalimit -
nuk ka iluzion té kalimit (dhe as kalim!), por mé tepér njé gabim né lidhje me objektin e
perceptimeve relevante.
